
2008 Landscape Awards Program
Wisconsin Landscape Contractors
Association, Milwaukee

Eligibility
Awards Program participation is open to all individuals or firms who are members in good standing of organizations belonging to the 
WGIF - Wisconsin Green Industry Federation. 
 
A project may be submitted by the landscape architect or designer, the landscape installation contractor, the landscape maintenance 
contractor or a combination of the above. Landscape management projects entered must have been maintained for a period of at least 
24 months prior to entry deadline. Work performed on projects entered must have been completed substantially by Private Industry and be 
the work of a member of WGIF. Any project that has won a WLCA award previously may not be re-entered in the same category.

Categories
There are five categories in which to enter. Each project must be designated for one of the five categories with the appropriate subgroup 
indicated, i.e. 1-A, 3-B, etc.

 

The Dollar Value of the projects submitted must include ALL direct costs of labor, material, equipment, subcontractors, etc., plus overhead 
and profit figured in completing the project.

Entry Format
There is no limit to the number of entries per subcategory for landscape construction or landscape management.
Each project will include the following:
• Four (4) 8" x 10" color prints. One photo should be in vertical format. (In addition, you may wish to include three or four more photos (any size) 
 of the project before and during construction).
• A minimum of ten (10) and a maximum of fifteen (15) CD digital images (jpeg file) numbered sequentially in the order you wish them
 viewed by the judges.
• A brief descriptive key to digital images. Five to six sentences maximum per image.
• One page only of descriptive text (double spaced standard type) on white bond paper without letterhead, company logo or other means 
 of identification. No photocopy reductions will be accepted. (Suggested guidelines for essay: problems to solve; solutions provided; reason 
 for solutions; cost considerations of owner, etc.) Text MUST list client’s criteria for the project and may also include budget considerations.
• Two landscape plans are required for categories 1 and 2 but a plan may be included for 3,4 and 5. Perspectives, elevations, diagrams or 
 details if appropriate. Non-rendered plans only; black line prints are preferred for clarity purposes. (Maximum size 24” x 36”). No company logos.
• Two sets of 11" x 17" reduced plans. (Black line, non-rendered)
• A completed entry form and entry fee, made payable to Wisconsin Landscape Contractors Association.

NOTE: Incomplete entries or nonconforming entries will not be considered for awards.
Make sure narratives and digital images correspond with one another, and are clearly labeled!

Make sure no other images are present on the CD other than those specific to the project!

4. Special Projects
 will include any non-conforming projects of special merit or unusual character which 
 are not more appropriately included in one of the above categories. The following are 
 possible examples: Trade Show/Promotional Displays, Night Lighting, Prairie/Wetland 
 Restoration, Erosion Control, Mature/Historic Landscapes (20 years plus), Interiorscapes, 
 Golf Course Construction/Restoration, Large Tree Moving, etc.

5. Landscape Structures
 will include any uniquely engineered or 
 challenging architectural project.
 A. Arbor/Pergola D.  Masonry Work
 B. Gazebo E.  Other
 C. Fencing

1. Residential Landscape Design & Construction
 will include only landscape projects for single family 
 or duplex residences, typically owner-occupied. 
 Apartment projects and similar multi-family buildings 
 must be entered in the Commercial Category.
 A. Less than $15,000
 B. $15,000 to $30,000
 C. $30,000 to $50,000
 D. $50,000 to $80,000
 E. $80,000 to $200,000
 F. More than $200,000 

2. Commercial Landscape Design & Construction
 will include commercial sites and governmental 
 or institutional projects, as well as multi-family 
 residential projects.
 A. Less than $35,000  
 B. $35,000 to $75,000  
 C. $75,000 to $200,000
 D. More than $200,000

3. Landscape Management
 will include maintenance of residential, 
 commercial and multi-family landscape 
 projects.
 A. Residential - Single Family
 B. Commercial - Businesses
 C. Multi-Family - Condo Projects, etc.
 D. Colorscaping - Annual/Perennial Care, etc.
   



Entry Fee and Deadlines
Each entry should be enclosed in a separate envelope or package clearly identifying the individual or firm entering the project.
Indicate the category on the lower left hand corner of the envelope. An early entry fee of $95 for each project submitted is 
required, provided that completed entry is received by the WLCA office no later than 3:00 p.m. Friday, November 30, 2007.
Again, the discounted fee for first time entrants or for companies which have not entered within the past five years is $75. All
entries received after November 30, 2007 will pay a late entry fee of $120 until 3:00 p.m. Friday, December 21, 2007. Entries
received after December 21, 2007 will not be included in the program and will be returned to the submitter unopened.

Judging Criteria
Each of the entry categories will be evaluated separately. Landscape design and construction entries will be judged on the overall
excellence of design, selection and appropriateness of materials, degree of difficulty, installation techniques, craftsmanship and execution
of construction details, maintenance considerations, and finished appearance of the project as viewed through the use of images
and photographs. Landscape management entries will be judged on the overall appearance of the project, cleanliness of the
site, condition of plant material and planting beds, degree of difficulty and general condition of lawn areas and hard surfaces.
Special projects will be judged on their own merit based on uniqueness, creativity and overall appearance. Overall project will be
judged on how well the project met the client’s criteria or needs.

The text should include:
A. Purpose of project - client objective/project restrictions.
B. Design, construction or management objectives.
C. Role of the landscape contractor, designer and/or architect.
D. Solutions to problems.
E. OPTIONAL - may include major subcontractors work performed, as well as suppliers of miscellaneous materials and include
 this at the end of the text.

Judging
At the completion of the judging, participants will be notified prior to the WLCA Awards Banquet March 14, 2008 at Lambeau Field
in Green Bay, Wisconsin. Winners are encouraged to invite LAs, LDs, clients, foreman, crew and family as they see fit. A qualified panel 
of at least three judges will be selected from individuals involved in or related to the landscape industry. The panel of at least three judges 
may include: 
 • Landscape Architect • Landscape Management Contractor
 • Landscape Design/Build Contractor • Faculty Professor or Instructor
 • Landscape Construction Contractor • Lawn Care Professional

Presentation of Awards
Awards designated "Gold", "Silver" and "Bronze" will be formally presented to the winning entrants at a special awards evening
to be held in Green Bay, Wisconsin at Lambeau Field on March 14, 2008.  Selected slides of the winning entries will be shown during 
a special program honoring the award recipients. The award-winning projects will be placed on display at various home - and trade-shows, 
seminars and other events throughout the year.

Checklist
To be sure that your entry qualifies and is accepted by our judges, be sure you've included the following in your submission
package:

 1. Completed entry form and detailed project checklist

  2. Release signatures

  3. "Before" photos should be submitted if possible - six maximum (snapshots are acceptable)

  4. Color prints of project (8" x 10") - four only, 1 vertical format

  5. 10-15 digital images of Project numbered and keyed to descriptive text

  6. Listing of images and narratives (in order you wish them to be judged/displayed)

  7. A one page descriptive text, double spaced on plain bond paper (no reductions)

 8. Two sets of plans 24” x 36” maximum (non-rendered, black and white preferred); Category 1 and 2 required; 3, 4 and 5 optional

  9. Two sets of 11" x 17" reduced plans (non-rendered, black and white preferred)

  10. Check or Early Entry Fee of $95 (per project) or $75 for first-time entrants on or before November 30, 2007, or
  $120 after that date to December 21, 2007, made payable to WLCA

Please complete both entry form and judge's checklist and mail or deliver with accompanying data (as per Entry Format), photos and a 
check to cover entry fee in the amount of $95.00 ($120.00 for late entry). Fee for first time entries or for companies which have not entered 
within the past five years is $75.
